As of Monday, June 15, 2020, the number of positive COVID-19 cases in Plainfield now stands at Two Thousand, One Hundred and
Ninety-Seven (2197) within the ages of twenty-four (24) days old to ninety-six (96) years old. There are an additional Three
Thousand, Two Hundred and Fifty-One (3251) individuals quarantined as a result of exposure to the virus. There are 106 total
deaths due to the virus, but there have been no additional fatalities since June 8, 2020.
